
Temple College’s Leader College designation has been extended to 2021.  With 
input from many Achieving the Dream presidents, AtD recently developed a new 
organizational membership structure that is being phased in; during this transitionary 
period, it was determined that Leader Colleges would retain this status and have the 
option to apply for Leader College of Distinction. We are currently reviewing 
application requirements for this new designation. 

 

Temple College received the Leader College designation in 2009.  We renewed in 
2012 and 2015; now, this status has been extended to 2021.  In order to be eligible 
for Leader College status, colleges must demonstrate commitment to and progress 
on the principles and values of Achieving the Dream: committed leadership, use of 
evidence to improve programs and services, broad engagement, and systemic 
institutional improvement, all guided by a student-centered vision focused on equity 
and excellence.

(AtD) Data Coach, to assist another AtD institution, South Central College (SSC) 
in Minnesota.
